SUPPLEMENTARY REGULATIONS. 
1. JURISDICTION Held under the National Sporting Code of the ACU & Enduro Standing 

Regulations of the ACU, the rules of the South Eastern Enduro Combine, 
these, Supplementary Regulations, and any further instructions that may be 
issued.  

2. ELIGIBILITY Open to all adult members of the South Eastern, Southern, South Midland, 
Centres ACU. Riding, Solo Motor Cycles. Current Club Card, and ACU 
Licence must be produced at signing on. No Club Card £2 Fine to Ben 
Fund. No ACU Lic. Day License must be purchased 

3. ENTRIES To be sent to the Secretary of meeting with entry fee £35 plus £10 for day 
licence, if not holder of ACU Lic. Plus any other costs, made payable to 
Leatherhead and District Motor Club. Together with 2 Stamped (1st class) 
addressed envelopes (11 x 22cm). Entries open 8th September 2007.  Close 
9th November 2008 or when entries full (180 Entries Limit). 

4. SCRUTINEERING  All Entrants MUST sign on before scrutineering, which commences at 
0830 until 0930hrs.  Briefing notes will be provided at signing-on. 

5. CLASSES Expert, Clubman A & B, Sportsman Solos. 
6. AWARDS Premiers for Expert, Clubman "A", plus Gold, Silver, Bronze, as per SE 

Combine rules. Also, Best Sportsman. Best over 50 riding sportsman 
schedule, subject to sufficient entries. 

7. COURSE Approximately 6 miles of mixed forest and woodland of a sandy nature, with 
at least four, time checks. Duration,  approx. 4hrs. Including special test. 
Two for Experts, and Clubman A, one for all other classes 

8. TYRES    All classes may use any tyre on front wheel. All classes, rear wheel: trials 
tyre,  or road-legal enduro,  (E marked, FIM approved embedded in tyre) 
type tyre, (max tread depth 13 mm).  Not Moto-X  

9. MEDICATION Under an agreement between the ACU and the Sports Council, you may be 
asked to take part in a drugs test. It is your responsibility to declare at 
signing-on if you are taking any drugs. 

10. GENERAL Trail bikes to be as manufacturers specification. To comply with Noise 
                                Regulations, the engine stroke must be marked on the engine cases. 
                                Maximum noise level 85dB A.(ESR 9 2004)   All classes must be fitted with 
                                wired in working lights (ESR 7 2004) 
 The entire location is a NO SMOKING area and is strictly enforced.
